CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Harvey Jackson called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

INVOCATION
Councilmember Allan Sturtevant gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The mayor led in the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL

CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Mayor Jackson presented Bob Crabtree with a plaque and expressed his appreciation for Mr. Crabtree’s leadership and service to the community.

Mr. Frank St. Clair requested that the Council ask each of the applicants two questions: 1) Why is it the public only sees the applicants when there is an appointment or it is time for an election; and 2) Why did the applicant not go the conventional route and get the required number of signatures.

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION RE: APPOINTMENT OF NEW CITY COUNCIL MEMBER

Mayor Jackson felt there were three applicants that enunciated political goals fairly consistently with his thinking. 

Councilmember Nyberg was very impressed with all of the applicants. She thought a rating system of the applicants would be a good idea. Mayor Jackson said he would not be in favor of that methodology.

Councilmember Hinman thanked all of the applicants for their courage to apply. He commented that the position of councilmember was quite challenging, and at the same time, it could be quite rewarding, however, stressful. He indicated that a scoring system worked well for him, and he scored everyone to the best of his knowledge with the information he had.

Councilmember Sturtevant thought all the applicants were impressive, and he thanked everyone for applying. He said one of the issues they faced was that they knew some of the candidates, which made the choice very difficult.

Councilmember Striyle thanked all of the applicants for submitting applications.

Councilmember Aldridge remarked that she was glad to see so many excellent choices. She has hired a lot of people throughout her career, and she felt the scoring system was the only way to be objective about selecting the right person for the job.

Councilmember Nyberg moved to appoint Mr. Casimir (Casey) Zemplinski to fill the vacancy on the City Council, seconded by Councilmember Aldridge. Councilmember Nyberg’s motion failed with Councilmembers Aldridge and Nyberg voting “aye,” and Councilmembers Hinman, Striyle, Sturtevant, and Jackson voting “nay.”

Councilmember Aldridge moved to appoint Mr. David McAtlin to fill the vacancy on the City Council, seconded by Councilmember Nyberg. Councilmember Aldridge’s motion failed with Councilmember Aldridge and Nyberg voting “aye,” and Councilmembers Hinman, Striyle, Sturtevant, and Jackson voting “nay.”

Councilmember Hinman moved to appoint Mr. Dennis Schilling to fill the vacancy on the Council, seconded and unanimously carried.

Mayor Jackson directed staff to notice a Special Meeting at 4:30 p.m. on Tuesday, May 23, 2006, to administer the Oath of Office to the newly appointed Councilmember, Dennis Schilling.

SETTING A DATE FOR THE CITY COUNCIL RETREAT

Mayor Jackson noted that the prior dates for the City Council Retreat have not worked out because of conflicting schedules. Therefore, he asked for suggestions from the Council members.

Councilmember Hinman wanted to know who the facilitator was for the Retreat. Interim City Attorney Paul Lenkowsky said he was volunteered by the City Manager to be the facilitator.

Mayor Jackson said he was not in favor of holding a Retreat. Councilmember Hinman then asked if holding the Retreat was a requirement. Mayor Jackson replied it was not.

Mayor Jackson said if the time and date for the Retreat met his schedule, he would attend; and if didn’t, he wouldn’t. Councilmember Aldridge pointed out that June 12, 2006, was the day before the first adoption of the final budget. She thought the purpose of the Retreat was to set goals and build some sort of consensus on what was important to the Council and to insure there was enough funding to meet the goals. She thought that holding the Retreat was necessary because it was difficult for the Council as a group to set policy when they had no idea what each felt was important in the community.

Councilmember Hinman also thought that holding the Council Retreat was important because the City Manager requested that each Councilmember list three priorities of what they wanted to see accomplished in the next year. He thought the sooner the Retreat was held, the better.

Councilmember Aldridge moved to hold the City Council Retreat on Monday, June 12, 2006, at 4:30 p.m., seconded and unanimously carried.
