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Suspect Arrested for Burglary and Vehicle Theft

At approximately 1 a.m. Tuesday October 20, Lake Havasu City police officers arrested 19-year
old Lake Havasu City resident Nicholas Covington and charged him with one count of unlawful
use of means of transportation (vehicle theft) and one count of burglary. The arrest culminated
from an investigation that began the previous night (Monday) when a victim in the 1900 block of
Cabana Drive reported a break-in of their vehicle. The break-in was captured by the resident’s

video surveillance system, which aided officers in identifying Covington as the suspect.

As a result of the investigation, officers believe Covington was allegedly involved in the theft of a

vehicle in the 2500 block of Cliffwood Drive earlier Monday night.

Covington was booked on felony charges of unlawful use of means of transportation and third
degree burglary. Additional charges include possession of marijuana, underage consumption of
alcohol, and criminal damage. He is currently in the custody of the Mohave County Sheriff's
Office and held on a total bond of $10,000.
