Requirements & Updating Voter Registration 
Requirements for registering to vote: 

 A citizen of the United States. 
 An Arizona resident at least 29 days preceding the 

election. 
 18 years of age or more on or before the next General 

Election. 
 Have not been convicted of a felony or treason, unless 

restored to civil rights. 
You should update your existing registration if: 

 You moved.  
 You changed your name. 
 You would like to change your political party.
